olnteractions with local Gospel-centered ministries on the ground in Israel
for inspiration,

oPersonalized recommendations from Israel 2.0 team for next-steps back
home.




Helps to Go Deeper:
Preparation and Recommendations

> We strongly recommend that you have been to Israel at least once.
o We ask that participants are actively involved at HFBC and in a Life Bible Study Class.

o We ask that you complete the pre-trip reading assignments and attend the 3 discussion
groups
> 3 Sundays October 2, November 6, December 4 from 12:30 to 2:30p at HFBC

> We ask that you attend 2 post Israel 2.0 gathering to pray and hear how God is applying
Israel 2.0 back in Houston and HFBC.

° 2 Sundays February 5, March 5 from 12:30 to 2p at HFBC

o We are asking that Israel 2.0 will lead you to an applied application and that your trip
will transform you, HFBC and your Life Bible Study

1. Passport: Is yours up-to-date? — make an appointment this week!!!

2. Vaccination Policy: At this time, no vaccinations or testing is required for
entry or exiting Israel. We will keep you posted.

3. Healthy Enough: Be considerate of others on the trip. Can you keep up? You
will need 2 pairs of good hiking shoes that are broken in — even though itis a
“little slower” it still means you need to be ready to walk 10K to 20K steps in a
day. This is still a Don Trip®© Start walking today!

4. Travel and Medical Insurance:
Medical Insurance is required. (appox. $30- S50).
