While completion of this assessment is not required to volunteer, it can better assist you in determining
where to serve with your spiritual gifts. The assessment will look at not only your spiritual gifts, but also heart
passions, personality traits, abilities, and life experiences to provide you with guidance in finding your place to
give life away.

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At Houston'’s First Baptist Church we take seriously the
responsibility to create environments of safety and security,
protecting the wellbeing of children, youth, and special
needs adults. These policies and procedures have been
developed to prevent intentional and unintentional
harm happening to children, youth, and special needs
adults as they participate in programs, services, and
activities across all campuses and auxiliary ministries.
These policies are also intended to assist our staff and
volunteers as they serve the church.

o We will say something if we see something.
If you observe any behavior (child, parent, volunteer, or
staff) that seems “off” or suspicious, report this to your
supervisor or a staff member right away.

e We will watch for and report “grooming” behavior.
Anything that creates secrecy, privacy, or isolates a child
from the group by an adult should be reported.

e We will maintain the two-adult rule.
Two adults must be present in the room or area
of ministry and one-on-one interactions
should be interruptible and visible.

o We will ensure private activities are only
performed by approved persons and do not
violate the two-adult rule.

This includes activities such as diapering, toileting,
dressing, and bathing.

e We will teach and model healthy touch.
We will not engage in spanking, hitting, or threatening
any child, nor any behavior or touching which is
inappropriate with a child including sexualized behavior
such as kissing and fondling. We will respect a child’s
ability to say no.

e We will exercise due diligence in avoiding
risky behavior in “hotspots.”
Hotspots include transportation, bathrooms, closets,
camp lodging, or secluded areas.

The code of conduct for appropriate
interaction with kids

0 We will communicate with everyoneina
safe, respectful, and encouraging manner.
We will not bully, give false promises, engage in
sexualized talk, “pet names,” shouting, shaming, or
silencing of any child, volunteer, staff member, or
parent. This also includes the addition of a second
adult in all electronic communication with students.

o We will affirm each person’s inherent dignity
as someone made in the image of God.

e We will report any behavior by children
that is not age-appropriate in an effort to
provide restoration and healing.

@ We will provide professional communication with
parents/guardians and not insult or criticize
parenting techniques.

Any practices deemed dangerous to a child
will be reported to a supervisor.

m We will be aware of the potential for peer abuse
in any form and seek to provide supervision and
intercession that will minimize this risk.

@ Every approved Safeguarding volunteer
will be early identified as a Houston’s First
volunteer.

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Membership at Houston's First is open to anyone who has placed their faith in Jesus Christ alone for the forgiveness of
sins and has been baptized by immersion by a body of believers of like faith and practice, and is also in agreement with
our Statement of Faith and Bylaws.

WHY MEMBERSHIP?

* In joining a church, you make visible your commitment to Christ and His people; making
a commitment makes a powerful statement in a low-commitment culture.

* We can be overly independent; church membership keeps us accountable.

* Joining the church will help staff members and leaders be more faithful shepherds.

* Joining the church gives you an opportunity to make public commitments.

If you haven't placed your faith in Jesus, allow the following questions to guide you.

* The Bible indicates that there is one true God and all are accountable to this truth. Proverbs 22:2: Romans 1:20

* Sin creates a barrier that keeps us from knowing God personally. Proverbs 20:9; Romans 3:23

* In man’s attempt to reach God, many have chosen the wrong path that leads them to eternal death.

Proverbs 16:25; Romans 6:23

* God reaches down to us and offers a personal relationship through the life, death, and resurrection of His son Jesus Christ.

Proverbs 28:13; Romans 10:9

* There's a difference between knowing about God and knowing Him personally. It is not enough to know facts about

the new life we can have, we must receive the gift God has offered. Proverbs 28:13; Romans 10:9

* [f you believe all these things and would like to find mercy in Jesus Christ, then you can sincerely say this prayer and
accept Him into your heart: “Lord God, | know You are the Creator of all things. | realize | am unclean because of my

sin. l understand my sin leads to death. Forgive me of my sin. | want the life that Jesus brings. Come live in me. Amen.”



BAPTISM BY IMMERSION

* Those who have placed their trust in Jesus Christ alone for the forgiveness of sins are candidates for baptism.

Those that have accepted His message. Acts 2:41

* Baptism shows a beautiful picture of the death, burial, and resurrection of Jesus. The purpose is to symbolically

profess new life through salvation in Jesus Christ. Romans 6:1-4

¢ |t is biblical to immerse—the Greek word baptizo means to immerse under water. There are other Greek words

for pour and sprinkle, but they are never used in the New Testament for baptism.

* Someone under the proper authority has proper authority. Three documented groups of people performed

baptisms in the New Testament — the apostles, deacons, and laymen. Acts 8 & 9
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BIBLICALLY CONSERVATIVE
The belief that the Bible is God's true, inerrant, inspired,
and revelatory word for man to follow.

BIBLICALLY EVANGELICAL
Believers that embrace the core beliefs revealed in the
Scriptures regarding saving faith and sharing the gospel.

PRIESTHOOD OF THE BELIEVER

Laypersons have the same right as ordained ministers
to communicate with God, interpret Scripture, and
minister in Christ’s name. This in no way contradicts
the biblical role, responsibility, and authority of
pastoral leadership and the layperson’s response to it.

ACCOUNTABLE

Each person is accountable before God. Your family
or church cannot save you. Individuals must decide
for themselves whether or not to accept Jesus Christ
as their Savior and live accordingly.

AUTONOMOUS

Our church is free to determine its membership and
direction under the headship of Jesus Christ. We may
partner with other associations, churches, conventions,
and ministries as the Lord leads.

SUMMARY OF BASIC BELIEFS

The doctrinal statement of our faith and practice is called The
Baptist Faith & Message. The following is only a brief, partial
summary, but a full text is available online at HoustonsFirst.org.

The Holy Bible was written by men divinely inspired and
is God's revelation of Himself to man. It is a perfect
treasure of divine instruction. It has God for its author,
salvation for its end, and truth, without any mixture of
error, for its matter.

There is one and only one living and true God...The
eternal God reveals Himself to us as Father, Son, and
Holy Spirit, with distinct personal attributes, but
without division of nature, essence, or being.

God as Father reigns with providential care over His
universe, His creatures and the flow of the stream of
human history according to the purposes of His grace...
God is Father in truth to those who become children

of God through faith in Jesus Christ.

Christ is the eternal Son of God. In His incarnation as Jesus
Christ, He was conceived of the Holy Spirit and born of the
virgin Mary...He honored the divine law by His personal
obedience, and in His death on the cross, He made
provision for the redemption of men from sin.

The Holy Spirit is the Spirit of God...He exalts Christ. He
convicts of sin, of righteousness, and of judgment...He
enlightens and empowers the believer and the church in
worship, evangelism, and service.

Man was created by the special act of God, in His own
image, and is the crowning work of His creation. By his free
choice, man sinned against God and brought sin into the
human race. The sacredness of human personality is
evident in that God created man in His own image, and in
that Christ died for man; therefore, every man possesses
dignity and is worthy of respect and Christian love.

Salvation involves the redemption of the whole man and
is offered freely to all who accept Jesus Christ as Lord and
Savior, who by His own blood obtained eternal redemption
for the believer. In its broadest sense, salvation includes
regeneration, sanctification, and glorification.

Election is the gracious purpose of God according to which
He regenerates, sanctifies, and glorifies sinners. All true
believers endure to the end. Those whom God has accepted
in Christ and sanctified by His Spirit will never fall away from
the state of grace but shall persevere to the end.

A New Testament church of the Lord Jesus Christ is a local
body of baptized believers who are associated by covenant in
the faith and fellowship of the Gospel and seek to extend
the Gospel to the ends of the earth. This church is an
autonomous body. The New Testament speaks also of the
church as the body of Christ, which includes all of the
redeemed of all the ages.

Christian baptism is the immersion of a believer in water.
It is an act of obedience symbolizing the believer’s faith
in a crucified, buried, and risen Savior. The Lord’s Supper is
a symbolic act of obedience whereby members of the
church, through partaking of the bread and the fruit of the
vine, memorialize the death of the Redeemer and
anticipate His second coming.
